Resolutions – Regional Transit Authority (RTA) resolutions on approval of the 2008/2009 budgets.
The following fiscal ordinances were introduced at the Council meeting of July 23, 2009.

Ordinance Cal. No. 27,580  By Councilmembers Hedge-Morrell, Fielkow, Head, and Clarkson (By request)

This ordinance amends the 2009 Capital Budget, appropriating $9,942,592 in FEMA funds for various rebuilding projects. 

Ordinance Cal. No. 27,581  By Councilmembers Hedge-Morrell, Fielkow, Head, and Clarkson (By request)

This ordinance amends the 2009 Capital Budget, transferring $763,618 in 2002 bond funds from City Hall Improvements to Joe Brown Improvements. 

Ordinance Cal. Nos. 27,582 and 27,583  By Councilmembers Hedge-Morrell, Fielkow, Head, and Clarkson (By Request)

These ordinances amend the 2009 Operating Budgets of Revenues and Expenditures, appropriating   $18,311 in state grant funds to the Police Department for the Forensic Sciences Improvement program.

Ordinance Cal. Nos. 27,584 and 27,585  By Councilmembers Hedge-Morrell, Fielkow, Head, and Clarkson (By Request)

These ordinances amend the 2009 Operating Budgets of Revenues and Expenditures,  appropriating   $2,500,000 from the N.O. Public Library’s fund balance to fund current year library operations.

Ordinance Cal. Nos. 27,586 and 27,587  By Councilmembers Hedge-Morrell, Fielkow, Head, and Clarkson (By Request)

These ordinances amend the 2009 Operating Budgets of Revenues and Expenditures, appropriating   $5,305,760 in FEMA funds to various departments for reimbursable expenses.

Ordinance Cal. No. 27,603  By Councilmember Head

This ordinance amends the city code, adding Section 28-61.1, establishing penalties for collection costs relative to outstanding liens. 

Ordinance Cal. No. 27,604  By Councilmember Head

This ordinance amends the city code, amending Section 6-39, relative to collection of liens on immovable property.
