AN ORDINANCE to temporarily suspend, for an three (3) month period, all relevant provisions of the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance of the City of New Orleans to allow the placement of Temporary Housing Structures on private property affected and damaged by Hurricane Katrina in Council District D and E, except in Central Business Districts, as described and provided for in Article 6 of the CZO, and Vieux Carre Historic Districts, as described and provided for in Article 8 of the CZO; and otherwise to provide with respect thereto.

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Home Rule Charter of the City of New Orleans and the Louisiana Homeland Security and Emergency Assistance and Disaster Act, La. Rev. Stat. 29:721, et seq., the Mayor of the City of New Orleans issued Proclamations, that have been amended and renewed, declaring a State of Emergency in the City of New Orleans and the Parish of Orleans; and

WHEREAS, Hurricane Katrina struck the City of New Orleans causing severe flooding and damage to the city, which has threatened the safety and security of the citizens in the affected areas, along with the private property and public facilities; and

WHEREAS, Hurricane Katrina not only severely damaged homes and businesses but also caused catastrophic damage to basic utilities and services including electricity, sewer, and gas; and

WHEREAS, substantial improvements have been made to restore essential utilities in those areas of the City capable of safely reconnecting utilities; and

WHEREAS, many New Orleans residents continue to be displaced by the current uninhabitable conditions of their homes; and

WHEREAS, it is of utmost importance to reconstitute the population of the City so that our citizens may return to their communities, jobs, and schools and our businesses may engage in commercial activities; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to suspend certain provisions of the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance (“CZO”) to facilitate the emergency recovery and repopulation of the City, now therefore

SECTION 1. THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEW ORLEANS HEREBY ORDAINS that notwithstanding the requirements of Ordinance No. 21,714 M.C.S., the New Orleans Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance (CZO), as amended, any and all provisions contained in the CZO which would prohibit or restrict the placement of any trailer, mobile home or temporary housing structure (hereinafter collectively referred to as “trailers and travel trailers”) on private or public property in Council District D and E are suspended until September 30, 2008.


SECTION 2.  Trailers and travel trailers may be placed on public or private property with the permission of the property owner after all necessary permits have been obtained from the Department of Safety and Permits and that Department has determined compliance with life safety issues.


SECTION 3. Trailers and travel trailers shall be placed within the property lines and not on any servitudes that may exist on the property, except that the trailers and travel trailers may extend over the concrete sidewalk.


SECTION 4.  Nothing in this Ordinance shall be construed to allow an applicant to obtain legal non-conforming use status for the use of trailers or travel trailers on public or private property.

SECTION 5.
The provisions of this Ordinance shall not apply to property located within Central Business Districts, as described and provided for in Article 6 of the CZO, and Vieux Carre Historic Districts, as described and provided for in Article 8 of the CZO.



SECTION 6. This ordinance shall apply retroactively from August 29, 2005, through September 30, 2008, unless amended or repealed by the City Council of the City of New Orleans.
