The Council shall have the power to conduct investigations of:

(a)
The operation of any office, department or board administering 
the affairs of the City.

(b)
Any subject upon which it may legislate.

(c)
Any entity which receives funds from the City or which is 
funded in whole or in part by City taxes, fees, fines, bond 
proceeds, or other revenue generated by or under the authority 
of the City. Such investigation shall be limited to the use or 
expenditure of such funds.

(d)
Any entity which was created or exists under the authority of the 

City.

(2) In conducting investigations, the Council shall have the right to administer 
oaths, subpoena witnesses and compel the production of books and papers 
pertinent thereto; and

WHEREAS, Councilmembers and Council staff have repeatedly requested information, documentation and testimony from the Mayor’s Office of Technology, concerning contractual obligations and budget expenditures for the 311 system and crime cameras over the past several months; and

WHEREAS, the specifically requested information and documentation included: 1) all expenditures for crime camera installation and maintenance in 2007; 2) budgeted and expected expenditures for installation and maintenance of crime cameras in 2008; 3) all contracts related to installation and maintenance of crime cameras in 2007 and 2008; 4) all expenditures for 311 services in 2007; 5) budgeted and expected expenditures for 311 services in 2008; 6) all contracts related to 311 service for 2007 and 2008; and 7) testimony from the Director of the Mayor’s Office of Technology; and
WHEREAS, the information, documentation and testimony have not been provided; now therefore
BE IT MOVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEW ORLEANS, that the Council, pursuant to Section 3-124 of the Home Rule Charter, does hereby immediately initiate an investigation of the Mayor’s Office of Technology;
BE IT FURTHER MOVED, that certified copies of this Motion shall be forwarded by the Clerk of Council to Mayor C. Ray Nagin; the Chief Technology Officer of the Mayor’s Office of Technology, Anthony Jones; the Mayor’s Director of Intergovernmental Relations, Kenya Smith; and Chief Administrative Officer, Brenda Hatfield, for their immediate attention.
