WHEREAS, the New Orleans Aviation Board (the Board) is charged with the administration, operation and maintenance of the Louis Armstrong New Orleans International Airport pursuant to Article V, Chapter 6, Section 5-602 of the Home Rule Charter of the City of New Orleans; and


WHEREAS, the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) pursuant to the provisions of 49 USC § 47134 has initiated a pilot program for privatization of airports pursuant to which exemptions are granted to airports from certain federal statutory and regulatory requirements that would otherwise require the use of airport revenues for airport-related purposes and require the amounts received by an airport operator from leasing or otherwise transferring the subject airport to pay back to the FAA prior grants used to acquire, construct and improve facilities of the subject airport (the Privatization Program); and


WHEREAS, the Council desires to formally request and urge the Board to fully analyze and file a preliminary application with the FAA for privatization of Louis Armstrong International Airport; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEW ORLEANS, that it hereby requests and declares its support of the New Orleans Aviation Board’s conduct of a full analysis and filing, if appropriate, of a Preliminary Privatization Application with the FAA to privatize Louis Armstrong International Airport.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the New Orleans Aviation Board, the Director of Aviation, all other Board staff and representatives of this Council and the City are urged to take all actions required to accomplish the purposes of this resolution.
