WHEREAS, the City of New Orleans Code of Ordinances; Part II; Chapter 2, Administration; Article IX., City Property; Division 3, Passenger Vehicles allows that, “within the executive branch of government… no more than 50 passenger type vehicles are to be assigned to employees with authorization to drive the vehicle to the employees’ residence and return to the employees’ duty station on a daily basis;” and 

WHEREAS, the fourth quarter 2008 Take-Home Vehicle Report furnished to the City Council of New Orleans on 30 January, 2009 by Assistant CAO of the Equipment Maintenance Division identifies the number of City take-home vehicles not including police department to be significantly in excess of the permitted amount;
BE IT MOVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEW ORLEANS, That on or before the 13th day of March, 2009, the Mayor of the City New Orleans or his designee present a plan for compliance with the Code of the City of New Orleans Part II, Chapter 2, Division 2, Sec. 2-898; this plan specifically will designate which of the current take home vehicles shall be considered to be the “50 passenger type vehicles” permitted to the executive branch by ordinance.  The plan will additionally provide protocol for the disposition of the vehicles for each department exceeding the quotas permitted by ordinance, whether those cars are sold at auction, used as a pool car or otherwise. Vehicles operated by employees that are not part of the 50 identified take-home vehicles shall be turned in and not permitted for personal use.  Should an employee not included in the list of 50 vehicles continue to use a vehicle for personal, take-home reasons, appropriate action will be taken to enforce compliance with Sec. 2-898.  Finally, the plan presented by the Mayor will establish an official policy for which posts within the City government will be permitted the use take-home vehicles.
