AN ORDINANCE to require monthly notice of performance from the Department of Sanitation and Contractors; and otherwise to provide with respect thereto.

SECTION 1.  THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEW ORLEANS HEREBY ORDAINS, that the Department of Sanitation shall submit a monthly house count, defined as the number of individual addresses where refuse is collected within City limits, to the Clerk of Council for distribution to each member of the City Council.  The “Monthly Report,” as stated in Exhibit “A” of Contract Nos. 06-FNCE-027 (with Richard’s Disposal, Inc.), 06-FNCE-027 (with Metro Disposal, Inc.), and K06-619 (with SDT Waste & Debris Services, LLC), may qualify as the monthly house count, as long as the Monthly Report does in fact specifically identify each individual property in which refuse is collected and not simply a gross number.
SECTION 2.  THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEW ORLEANS HEREBY ORDAINS, That the instant Ordinance does hereby qualify as a “Written Request” (pursuant to Exhibit “A” Section 4(C) of the aforementioned Contracts) by the City Council for all past, present, and future “records or documents maintained pursuant to the aforementioned contracts” to verify billing collections, including, but not limited to, the Monthly Reports, Weekly Reports, Invoices, and Payments pursuant to the aforementioned Contracts.  Such responsive documents and/or electronic data shall be sent to the Clerk of Council.
At all material times, the City, the Council, and Contractors are aware of the Council’s funding obligations pursuant to the Contracts, including, but not limited to the following:

Cancellation for Non-Appropriation:  Anything herein to the contrary notwithstanding, if, for any reason, the City Council does not appropriate funds needed to maintain the Agreement in full effect beyond the then current fiscal year, the Agreement will expire at the end of that fiscal year without further formality.

SECTION 3.  THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEW ORLEANS HEREBY ORDAINS, That the Department of Sanitation shall submit a monthly house count, defined as the number of individual addresses where refuse is collected within City limits, to the CAO, Council Research Chief-of-Staff, and the Head of Finance for distribution to each member of the City Council.  The Department of Sanitation shall not authorize any payments and the Department of Finance shall not disburse any payment to any contractors engaged by the City until this count is made and the amount proposed to be paid is commensurate with such house-count and in keeping with the terms of applicable agreements between all relevant parties.
SECTION 4.  THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEW ORLEANS HEREBY ORDAINS, That the 2009 budget for the aforementioned contracts is reduced by fifteen (15) percent with the 15% to be reserved as funding for a performance based audit of the aforementioned contracts as well as possible one-time additional funding for the Orleans Parish Indigent Defense Program.   

SECTION 5.  THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEW ORLEANS HEREBY DIRECTS the Clerk of Council to mail a copy of this Ordinance to each of the Contractors at the following addresses:  Richard’s Disposal, Inc., at 11600 Old Gentilly Road, New Orleans, LA 70128; Metro Disposal, Inc., at 2500 Joseph Street, Harvey, LA 70058; and SDT Waste & Debris Services, LLC, at 937 Esplanade Avenue, New Orleans, LA 70116.
