WHEREAS, Dr. Truehill served as a consultant to the Home Mission Board of the Southern Baptist Convention in the area of Multi-family Housing and led training seminars across the country on ministering in Public Housing Projects; and  


WHEREAS, Dr. Truehill also served as Chairman of the Board of Multi-Family Missions Ministry of Louisiana, Assistant Director of the Institute for Resident Initiatives at Tulane University, Vice-Chairman of the Board of the New Orleans Job Initiatives, and member of the Board of Commissioners of the Desire-Florida Public Benefits Corporation appointed by Mayor Marc Morial; and 


WHEREAS, He used his knowledge of planning and public policy to promote economic development and commerce while preserving the character and integrity of the city’s historic neighborhoods; and  

WHEREAS, Dr. Truehill helped lead the adoption of the City’s Master Plan with the Force of Law; and

WHEREAS, on Christmas Day Reverend Marshall Truehill Jr. entered the kingdom with the Father, leaving behind his wife, Miranda Truehill, two sons, three daughters, a large congregation and a host of loving family and friends; now, therefore
