WHEREAS, he is credited with major improvements to the law, the legal system and the administration of justice in Louisiana; and 


WHEREAS, the citizens of New Orleans and Louisiana have been well-served by Judge Calogero’s steadfast and unswerving dedication to the judicial system; and 

WHEREAS, on December 31, 2008, Judge Calogero, Jr. retired from the court as the longest serving Justice in the history of Louisiana, having served the court and the citizens of Louisiana for nearly 36 years; and 

WHEREAS, upon his retirement, Judge Calogero, Jr. leaves a legacy of judicial excellence to be envied by all involved in the justice system; NOW THEREFORE,

BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEWORLEANS that it hereby extends its most sincere appreciation to Chief Justice Pascal F. Calogero, Jr. for his years of service to the citizens of New Orleans and the state of Louisiana, and also extends its best wishes to him for a rich and happy retirement.
