WHEREAS, The use of term “American Sector” references the unique history of New Orleans, and illuminates the City’s evolution from the time of the Louisiana Purchase in 1803, and 
WHEREAS, In November of this year, the World War II Museum, which is located in the district, will open it’s own signature restaurant which it has named “American Sector”, and
WHEREAS, A re-christened “American Sector” would be a useful for marketing purposes, especially in regards to cultural tourism.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEW ORLEANS, That it hereby restores the designation “American Sector” in the area bounded by the uptown side of Canal Street, Calliope Street, the Mississippi River and South Claiborne Avenue.
