WHEREAS, Coastal Louisiana has lost more than 1,875 square miles of land between 1932 and 2000, equating to the loss of one football field every 38 minutes, and
WHEREAS, Coastal engineers, scientists, and other experts agree that although levees are an important protection, they are insufficient alone to prevent catastrophic damage due to Hurricanes, and that restoration of Louisiana’s coastline is a vital component of real, sustainable hurricane protection, and 

WHEREAS, Serious efforts to address coastal restoration have been supported by Louisiana’s previous three governor’s, representing a bi-partisan commitment to this imperative need, and 
WHEREAS, Governor Blanco in 2005 commissioned Louisiana’s Coastal Protection and Restoration Authority with the task of composing a Comprehensive Master Plan for a Sustainable Coast, and
WHEREAS, One major recommendation of this Master Plan is that the Corps of Engineers construct large-scale land diversions to direct freshwater, nutrients, and sediment into the Delta Basin to rebuild lost wetlands and sustain existing land, and 

WHEREAS, This matter is of such great import that the City Council will be creating a dedicated special committee to highlight this issue and address ways in which Orleans Parish can play a greater leadership role in coastal restoration and protection, 
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEW ORLEANS, That the City of New Orleans support all efforts to investigate the benefits of large-scale land diversions as a means of restoring Louisiana’s coastline and that Orleans Parish elected officials step forward to take a leading role in discussion and decision making surrounding the issue.
